We believe Daniel Sne-
dden (Dragan Vasiljko-vic)
should be released immedi-
ately. Can the Australian gov-
ernment tell the Australian
people whether it still abides
by the Geneva Conventions
and the United Nations Char-
ter or has there beeen a chan-
ge in government policy that
has not been announced to the
public?
